Example:

Active: | do the work.

Passive: The work is done by me.
Active: Biltu helped him.

Passive: He was helped by Biltu.
Active: Reba Is singing a song.
Passive: A song Is being sung by Reba.
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Voice Change of Imperative Sentences

Imperative sentence- , , Let
Passive verb- Past Participle- 'be' verb
Imperative Sentence- Active Voice- please ,

Passive Voice- 'You are requested to'
Intransitive Verb Passive Voice , Please

'You are requested to' Passive Voice

Passive form: Let + Object + be + Past Participle form

Example:
Active: Do this work.
Passive: Let this work be done.
